Applying for an ISRL Licence
After incorporating as an ISRL (at the Corporate Affairs and Intellectual Property Office), the entity is now able to apply for an ISRL licence which allows the entity to operate as an ISRL under the provisions of the SRL Act Cap 318B.

The following documentation is necessary when applying for an initial ISRL licence: 

· Completed ISRL application form
· Incorporation documents
· Quota owner/Member organisation documents (where applicable)
· 2 Pieces of certified Official quota owner photo identification with expiry date (where applicable)
· Curriculum vitae for quota owner/member (where applicable)
· Curriculum vitae for Senior Managers (where applicable)
· Incorporation Documents for Senior Managers (where applicable)
· Any other documentation as deemed necessary
Please note that any documentation provided in a foreign language must be translated into English and both the certified translation as well as the original document in the foreign language provided.
